CONSTRUCTION WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN
DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING

CONSTRUCTION WASTE MANAGEMENT- PROGRAM

Construction waste diversion reduces the burden on landfills and promotes the
conversion or recycling of existing materials.

There are two recommended methods of compliance that will meet the minimum 65%
reduction of construction and demolition waste requirement set forth by the California Green
Code. Either of the two options listed below are recommended to comply with recycling and/or
salvage, for reuse, of the non-hazardous construction and demolition waste that may occur on

the site.

OPTION 1: CONSTRUCTION WASTE MANAGEMENT - PLAN

Submit a construction waste management plan in conformance with ltems 1 through 5. The
construction waste management plan shall be updated as necessary and shall be available
during construction for examination by the enforcing agency.

1. ldentify the construction and demolition waste materials to be diverted from disposal by recycling,
reuse on the project or salvage for future use or sale.

2. Specifyifconstruction and demolition waste materials will be sorted on-site (source separated) or
bulk mixed (single stream).

3. ldentify diversion facilities where the construction and demolition waste material collected will be
taken.

4. Identify construction methods employed to reduce the amount of construction and demolition waste
generated.

5. Specifythattheamount of construction and demolition waste materials diverted shall be calculated
by weight or volume, but not by both.

OPTION 2: WASTE MANAGEMENT COMPANY

Utilize awaste management company within Stanislaus County thatis recognized and approved by
the State of California (http.//www.calrecycle.ca.gov/condemo/materials/), which can provide
verifiable documentation that the percentage of construction and demolition waste material diverted
from the landfill complies with the “Construction Waste Management” section above. Note: The
owner or contractor may make the determination if the construction and demolition waste materials
will be diverted by a waste management company.

Waste Management Compliance Guide

Recycle and/or salvage for reuse a
minimum of 65% of the nonhazardous
construction and demolition waste by
developing and following a waste
management plan (WMP) that is to be
approved by the city prior to the
commencement of construction and
submitted at the end of the project with
receipts from the disposal site(s).

If your project is an addition or
alteration that increases the building's
conditioned area, volume, or size:

If your project is a newly constructed
building, building addition of 1,000
square feet or greater, and/or building
alterations with a permit valuation of
$200,000 or above:

To convert pounds to tons, divide the number of pounds by 2000 (1 ton = 2,000 pounds).

Deconstruction

Deconstruction is a cost saving alternative to traditional complete demolition by recycling, reusing or
donating materials for tax write offs, instead of disposing them in landfills. The advantages of
deconstruction may include tax deductions for material donations, cost-savings by reusing materials,
preservation of vintage architecture, and avoidance of city fines and permit delays.
